“COME BACK TO ME” 
LENT 

FASTING & ABSTINENCE 
~  Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of both abstinence 
and fasting. 
~  Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence (abstaining from 
meat). 
~  Ash Wednesday is 46 days before Easter, but Lent is consid-
ered 40 days long, because Sundays are not counted as days of 
Lent.  The reason?  Fasting was considered inappropriate on Sun-
day, the day commemorating the resurrection of Jesus.

ALMSGIVING 
“For I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you 
gave me drink, a stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you 
clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in prison and you visited 
me.” ~ Matthew 25:35-36 

GREATEST GIFT 
Almsgiving is so much more than giving money.  During Lent, we 
can give of ourselves and we can honor Mary, who gave the world 
the greatest gift - her son, Jesus.  Mary’s “yes” to God to be the 
mother of Jesus is a reminder that we all have gifts to give. 

MAKE IT 
Dig out a Valentine cookie cutter and make heart-shaped cutout 
cookies.  Make a double batch to share with a lonely neighbor or 
elderly relative.  Before you dig in, pray the Hail Mary in Honor of 
Mary’s gift of her son, Jesus. 
     Hail Mary full of grace. The Lord is with thee. Blessed art thou 
among women, and blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus. 
     Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for us sinners, now and at the hour 
of our death. Amen 

SHARE IN SECRET 
Matthew 6:3-4 reminds us that we are not supposed to make a big 
deal about our giving.  Seeking glory for these things defeats the 
purpose.  Enlist your children’s enthusiasm for secrets by asking 
them to help you plan some silent sharing for those in need.  Ideas 
might include: 
~ Mailing a gift card for food or gas to a relative who is struggling 
with bills. 
~ Giving a Saturday afternoon to pick up trash around the 
neighborhood. 
~ Delivering bags of dog food to an animal shelter. 
~ Leaving a meal on the doorstep of a neighbor or friend who has 
lost his or her job.
